LaPorte family gets settled 
in home with Habitat help

Most families wouldn’t move 
over the Christmas holiday, 
but Colette Reeve was settling 

into a gift from family and community 
and the capstone of hundreds of hours 
of work.

Reeve, a single parent of three, is 
a Habitat for Humanity homeowner in 
LaPorte. Her house on Burns Street was 
made possible by pairing a modular 
home donated by Joe and Melissa Basta 
of Bellvue with land gifted by Reeve’s 
deceased parents, Kenneth and Helen 
Bivens. The property has been in the 
family since the 1990s.

As part of the Habitat homeowner-
ship program, the Reeve family provided 
more than 300 hours of sweat equity 
on their home and to the Habitat store 
in Fort Collins. Reeve’s brother, Aaron 
Bivens, donated his time and equipment 
for site preparation, and other Habitat 

volunteers helped get the modular ready.

Habitat loan.

“We’ve been through some hard times,” 
said Bobbi Reeve.

Justice facilities tax 
could go on ballot

Aproposal to fund expansion of 
criminal justice facilities may go 
before Larimer County voters 

once again.
But the if and when are far from 

resolved as the county commissioners 
cautiously authorized further exploring 
the option. The single certainty is that 
something’s got to give.

A December workshop focused on the 
potential for extemding a pair of sales 
taxes set to expire soon. A 0.2 percent tax 
to fund jail operations is scheduled to end 
in 2014. Another 0.2 percent sales tax to 
pay for construction of the detention cen-
ter and county courthouse office building 
is set to lapse in 2012.

Together, criminal justice planning 

manager Gary Darling said, the tax ex-
tensions should buy jail beds sufficient 
for the next six to eight years. Tax rev-
enues could create an additional 80 jail 
beds — 48 low-security beds through 
a $2 million remodeling of the current 
alternative sentencing unit and 32 secure 
beds through reopening a mothballed 
housing unit at the detention center.

The scenario calls for construction of a 
new $13.2 million alternative sentencing 
unit. It would accommodate up to 140 
offenders sentenced to work release and 
as many as 48 sentenced to weekends of 
useful public service. A kitchen would be 
included to serve the unit and the deten-
tion center.

Darling said the alternative sentencing 
unit offers the best opportunity for keep-
